Rhythms expand on those found in Book 1 (quarter notes, half notes, dotted half notes, and
whole notes) and include the addition of simple eighth-note rhythms, swung eighth notes,
and dotted quarter notes. The duet parts provide a supportive background in a variety of jazz
styles to help the student feel a steady pulse and to create a fulfilling musical experience.
