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Johannes Brahms was a master of virtually every musical genre, having composed a great number of works for chamber
ensemble, orchestra, chorus, solo voice and piano. From 1852 to 1869, he composed 21 Hungarian Dances for piano duet, 10
of which he arranged for solo piano. This theme from the Hungarian Dance No. 5 is the most famous of these arrangements.
