Players 1 and 2: Ideally, the brushes should be synthetic or a brush substitute such as webs, rods or split sticks for
volume purposes. The goal is to produce a brittle and sharp sound when played on the hi-hat. These two players
should perform seated at a type of drum kit consisting of a bass drum with pedal, one or two snare drums, a hi-hat
and a tenor drum or tom-tom. Player 1 will also use a sizzle cymbal.

For Player 1, the tenor drum (or tom-tom) should be dampened so there is no sustain. For Player 2, the tenor
should not be dampened and should be tuned similarly to the other tenor drum, but with a completely open
Both players can just flip their brushes over so that the tenor-drum section, measures 26-38, are played wi
end or handle of the brushes.
