What Should Go On the Cart?

If you are required to teach music in the students’ classrooms, you must be prepared. Of course the
lessons you teach will require varied materials, but here are suggestions for materials you might have
permanently located on your cart, for quick access:

Keyboard (5 octave) — the keyboard can be used for accompaniment, rhythm, tempo, pitch,
special effects

Stereo/CDs from your textbook series
Teacher’s edition from your textbook series
Storage Box with rhythm (classroom) instruments:

Shakers/Scrapers: Maracas, Guiros, Tambourine

Membranes: Hand drums

Wood: Wood Block, Rhythm Sticks

Metal: Triangle, Finger Cymbals, Small Crash Cymbals
Mallets

Orff Instrument (Soprano Metallophone or Xylophone); mallets
Dry Erase Board, Marker, Eraser
Pencil/Pen
Seating Charts
Black paper
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
