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Improvisation Scale Guide

This guide provides ideas for improvisation for bars 51-66. One technique that jazz musicians use is to superimpose scales
over the chord changes of a musical selection. This gives the player a guide as to what notes will sound good over the chords

in the accompaniment. The player can use the notes in this guide in any measure and create interesting rhythmic figures and
patterns with them and may employ other notes that embellish the provided scale notes. The study of improvisation begins with
careful listening to great jazz artists to develop a “feel” for the style. Remember, there are no bad notes, just better choices.
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
