Make certain that the player is using hard mall cing the instrument
in front of the ensemble for effect and volume. This chart has somewh feel so therh ction should work
on the groove, keeping steady time and a solid pulse. As th thm p become comfort ith the chart and the
groove, the feel will relax and not sound mechanical.

At 45 the rhythmic configuration changes to a rock pattern. e cer atthec %ﬁled and played within the
balance of the ensemble. Measures 69 through 76 introduce ry funky int e similar to the introduction before

going back to the D.S. al Coda.
