The best way
is to hold the bellswith the handle.in oneshand with the handle up and the bells pointing towards the
floor. Make a fist withl the other han@'and strike the top of the hand holding the bells for each note. This
techfiique providesfor thedbestelarity of sound.

You may.need to adjust dynamic levels in the winds from time to time, depending on your particular
instrumentation, to achieve the desired balanced sound.
