Jonathan Soud, a student at The Bolles Scheol'in Jacksonville; Florida, was first diagnosed with leukemia on May 30,
2010. Although initially thegarogn@sis was very go@d, it turfied out that he had a strain of the disease that caused
multiple neurological complications and proved highly resistant to treatment. After more than 100 consecutive days
in Wolfson Children’s Hespital, where'the staff provided unsurpassed care, Jonathan passed away on September 18. He
was just four days shy of his"13th birthday.

Everyone knew, Jonathan'ssmile, whichfradiated warmth and kindness. He possessed a cheerful, upbeat personality
that drew gthers to himAtthe end ofihisSth-grade year he was selected as “Most Likely to Win a Nobel Peace Prize.”
In6th grade hewas named to thelMiddle School Honor Council, and in the spring, even as (unbeknownst to all) he
was exhibitingthe preliminary symptoms of leukemia, he joined the Cross-Country team. Jonathan loved to travel and
enjoyed foods from around theglobe.

Music was an integral part{of Jonathan'’s life. He began playing piano at age 7 and, shortly before his hospitalization,
played a Beethoven §ondta as part of the Youth Sunday worship service at his church. He earned Superiors at the
local'competitiopmof the National Federation of Music Clubs, and was honored with the Student of the Year Award by
his piano instructor/At the beginning of 6th grade he began learning clarinet, going on to earn the Beginning Band
Award at the end of the year. He always enjoyed attending performances of the Jacksonville Symphony; among his
favorite comp@sitions were Holst's The Planets and Rachmaninov’s The Rock. He is and will continue to be missed by all
who knew him.
