Herbert Stethast; who composed the incidental music, received the award for Best Original
Score. The'award for Best Picturethat year went to another classic—Gone With the Wind. Beginning in 1956, viewing the
broadeast of the movie on television®ecame an annual tradition for many families, making it one of the most watched
movies ever made.
