Originally composed by John Herry Hopkins, Jr4in 1857, this contemporary treatment brings
a fresh new rendition to\this time-honored classic.

NOTES TO THE CONDUCTOR

Eighth netes afe to be “swung.” Asfin all jazz music, it is important to observe all written
articulationsibecause they help define the musical style as well as improve the ensemble
performance. Unmatked quarter notes should be played full-value.

Animportant rhythm in this arrangement is the dotted quarter note on the “and” of beat 1.
Thetrick to make'this piece feel like a jazz waltz is to not let the dotted quarter be played
late; insteadfstress the note to be played quickly on the upbeat—almost rushed.

There is an gptional drumset part included which may be used in place of—or in addition
to—=the other percussion parts.
