PROGRAM NOTES

Antonin Dvorak wasalready ahero in his Czechfiameland when he was invited to be director of the National Conservatory
of Music in New Yorkifi 1892. While he tatight there until 1895, Dvorak was fonder of the time that he spent in Spillville,
lowa. Life in this Czech-speaking community was more similar to his homeland. Symphony No. 9 was commissioned by
The New Yark Rhilharmonic in 1893. Dverak drew inspiration from both American and Czech music in this work. Many of
his most well-knewn works were comiposed during this time in America, including the American String Quartet and Cello
Concerto. He also conducted@performance of his Eighth Symphony at the Columbian Exposition in Chicago.
