Mark Hayes is an internationally known, award-winning concert pianist, com-
poser, arranger, and conductor. His personal catalog, totaling over 1,000 published 
works, includes work for solo voice, solo piano, multiple pianos, orchestra, jazz 
combo, small instrumental ensembles, and choruses of all kinds. Mark received a 
Bachelor of Music degree summa cum laude in Piano Performance from Baylor Uni-
versity in 1975. In 2010 Baylor University Center for Christian Music Studies award-
ed Mark the Award for Exemplary Leadership in Christian Music. Mark arranged 
and orchestrated the music for Civil War Voices, which won six awards including 
“Best Musical” in the 2010 Midtown International Theatre Festival in New York. In 
October 2014 Hayes conducted his Requiem at St. Ignatius Basilica in Rome, Italy, 
as part of the Festival Internationale di Musica e Arte Sacra, sponsored by the Vati-
can. He is a frequent conductor at Carnegie Hall and Lincoln Center.

Hayes is an accomplished orchestrator and record producer. The album I’ve Just Seen Jesus, which Mark ar-
ranged, orchestrated, and co-produced, received the Dove Award for Praise and Worship Album of the Year 
in 1986. In June 2010 Mark released his first CD of original songs titled All Is Well, featuring Kansas City 
jazz artist Monique Danielle. He launched his own publishing company, Holmes Street Publishing, in 2013. 
Whether concertizing on the other side of the globe or composing at his home in Kansas City, Missouri, Mark 
is blessed to live out his mission “to create beautiful music for the world.”
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
