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THE SOUND OF A SOUND
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Put all those “extra-curricular” soufids your students like to make on their instruments to good use
in this fun and entertainifdg noveltyselection. Your audiencepwill laugh out loud as each section takes
a turn adding an unusual sodnd,to a simple dance in8/4 titne. As the piece progresses, the counting
gets more and more challenging, keeping all of youtystudents on their toes. There’s even a part for a
solo “vocalist” to show off their scréaming and gargling skills!

NotesSE0 THE CONDUCTOR

Measures 16, 325 604 88, and 140 (should sound very chaotic as the players produce their “sound”
randomly with no fegard to rhythmic pulse. The conductor should stop conducting completely in
these measures. How long these méasures last is up to the conductor (around 5 seconds is suggested).

A “cutoff” from the cond@ictor should be used to signal to the players to stop making sound.
Following'mm. 16, 32, 60, and 88, the tempo should resume with very little pause. There should be
no pause betweer mm. 140 and 141, with the conductor cueing the vocalist (after five seconds or so
of chaos!), whese $efeam on beat one of m. 141 will signal players to stop making sound.

The vocalise sheutld be seated in front of the orchestra next to the conductor, dressed formally (in
a choir rebe if possible), holding their music in a plain choir folder, with a bottle of water at their
side A geremonial introduction of the vocalist before the piece begins will be most effective. The
vocalist should take in all of the proceedings very seriously and should at no time show any emotion.
At m. 102, the vocalist should stand and open their folder in preparation for their solo. The vocalist
should give the impression that they are reading music from their folder.
