PROGRAM NOTES

Mama Paquita is a very popular traditional Brazilian folksong. Although it is popular
year-round, it is most asseciatedwith Carnaval agtivities. The Carnaval is celebrated
during the period leading up.to Ash Wednesday, which marks the beginning of Lent.

NOTESTO THE CONDUCTOR

The rhythm consisting of an eighth rest followed by three eighth notes is used
extehsively in this arrangemerA great way to teach or reinforce this rhythm is by
incorporating it into your warm-ups and scale routines.

The piece should be perfomnted in a light, bouncy style throughout—never heavy. All
eighth notes (except those slurred) should be performed in a staccato manner, and all
guarter notes, unless‘otherwise marked, should be played full-value. There are also a
few marcato aceents (A), which are to be played both accented and short. To achieve
the most atithentic sound, the technique should be established on the guiro so that the
tenutomotéiis a long, full-length scrape followed by the short scrapes on the notes with
staccato markings.

Feél free to adjust the dynamic levels in the upper winds at measure 30 in order for the
melody in the low winds to be adequately heard.

I hope you and your ensemble find Mama Paquita to be a fun and rewarding experience!
