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PROGRAM NOTES

Peter Tchaikovsky composed the ballet The Nutcrackerfin 1891-18924Based on Alexander Dumas’ adaptation of E. T. A.
Hoffman's story The Nutcracker andtheMouse King, the ballet prefiiered on December 18, 1892 in St. Petersburg,
Russia. Tchaikovsky selected eight piecesifrom the'ballet and greated The Nutcracker Suite, which became an immediate
success. To this day, The Nutcrackef.remains @ne of the most populabballets, and contains some of the best-loved
Christmas music.

NOTES TO THE CONDUCTOR

Three Miniature Nuferackers cantains three short, separate pieces from Peter Tchaikovsky’s Nutcracker Suite. They may be
performed individually, or together as a “mini-stite.” In all three movements, accurate observance of all articulations is
very important'to the overall perforfnanée, Staccato eighth notes should always be played lightly—never with a heavy
tongue. All guarter notes, unless@therwise marked, should be played full-value.

The“March” is'to be performied in a very light style throughout, even in the sections marked forte.

As the name suggests, the™”Dance of the Reed Flutes” features the flute section. The dynamic levels of the accompanying
band parts, especiallyshe lew winds, may need to be adjusted, depending on the number of players, to ensure that
the flute part is adequately heard. Two marcato accents (A) occur in the piece. These should be played both short
and accented.

The “Russian Dance (Trepak)” contains an optional accelerando starting in measure 61. If used, encourage your students
to memorizethie last eight measures so that they can focus on the conductor.

I hope you and your ensemble find Three Miniature Nutcrackers to be a fun and rewarding experience!
