“The LosWund”: Staccato articulations are encountered throughout this movement. In an effort to let each of
these notes the, players should not cut off notes with the tongue, but instead, execute them with the syllable “toh”
or “doh.” Bells and chimes are scored in measures 49 to the end. Other tuneful percussion may be added (in any octave)
as available (mallet instruments, piano, and/or handbells). All notes fall within the range of a three-octave handbell set.

The use of handbells would also create a dramatic visual effect.
