Maurice Ravel'siBoléro for orchestraharkens back to the slower Spanish dance
in three. Wood’s Balero, on the othephand, focuses on the American version but
miaintain®elements of the dapce’s origins and first iterations.

of'a bullfighting arenajcomes from the urgent rhythms and modal harmonies
common to bath boleros of all types and rock itself. The rock aspects are enhanced,
of course, by the'Use'of the (optional) rock and roll rhythm section consisting of
piano, guitar, bass, and drums.
