The work is in the key of A major and based on a traditional ®lues progression.that can be found in early rock
and roll. Arizona Sun features two sections, allowing players to improvise.

NOTES TO THE CONDUCTOR

Arizona Sun is based on a traditional 12-barblues’progression commonly found in early rockabilly and rock and
roll. The music uses only one “blue note—the' Csyfound in unisols and octaves in measure 59. That measure
should be practiced alternating'the,Ch with aictto help with intonation.

Measures 25-36 (which can be repeatéd as necessary) and measures 49-60 are written to feature solo
improvisations from any mefbers of the'erchestra. Fgmmaximum impact and fun, have at least one member
of every section take a turn soloing. For best results, players should use the A major pentatonic scale (scale
degrees I-1I-11I-V-VI-VII)forselos.

For the most fun forthe playersand audience alike, try choreographing the players throughout. In the sections
starting at measures 37)and 49, for example, have the players standing and moving up and down in the
direction of their bews!
