Listen to Bob Marley’s recording to get a feel for the kind of style and shaping of the melody
as he sings it. Play freely from the beginning – if you were to play precisely with the rhythms
exactly as written, it would sound very different to the song. In bars 8, 16, and 24 use a very
light glissando to join the bass notes. The melody often comes on the offbeats in this piece so
aim to bring out the top notes from bar 25. A useful piece to have in your collection, I’ve found
it works well as an encore for solo cello.
