¢ Fingering is given to indicate when to use the fourth finger or to clarify when an
open string should be used. All fingering is discretionary and flexible.

* While there are 57 pieces in total, eight of these are equal-level duets, both accompanied
and unaccompanied; here players are encouraged to learn both parts.
