Sousa s Cadets presents the final strain from Sousa’s The High School Cadets,
a work that Sousa composed for the Washington (D.C.) High School drill team

in 1890. While this arrangement is constructed from just six notes, it preserves
the spirit of the original.

During his career, Sousa composed 136 marches, 17 light operas, and many songs
and show tunes. He also authored several books, including his autobiography,
Marching Along. Having performed 14,000 concerts across the globe, Sousa
passed away March 6, 1932 at Reading, Pennsylvania.
