square or open noteheads: indicates air sound, growls, or other production of indefinite pitch
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irregular speed: Used with trills and vibrato to produce non-uniform textures.
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glissandi:
Short, leading toward an attack: Treated like sliding grace notes.
Short, trailing a note: Analogous to a short verbal shout.
Long, trailing a note: Should not exceed the total duration of the note.
Follow approximate pitch curve.
Between notes: Follow approximate pitch curve.

Specifications are maintained until superseded by a subsequent specification, or by an “ord.” instruction.
Accidentals carry through the measure. Trills are always half-step, and are executed with irregular speed, as
with tremolos. Specified vibrato is always irregular, unstable, and non-synchronized.
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
