This music was inspired by the traditional songs of Ireland, where you will often find
drinking songs, ballads, and laments, usually taking the form of reels, hornpipes, and
jigs, and I hope this piece creates an opportunity to learn more about this wonderful
Irish music. Hopefully, this will also motivate lessons in legato bowing, and how to
play in a lyrical style. This piece features some independence between sections, call
and responses, melody in the second violins, and a duet with viola and low strings.
Most of all, I hope performing this music will be an enjoyable experience!
